| Meaning: an expert on a subject (a person
who knows a lot about it)

Collocations: ‘to be an authority on...’
‘a famous authority on...’

Examples: When doing academic research,
it is important to read the main
authorities on the subject.

General English Expression:
‘...as oftenas | can...

Meaning: This means to do something as
much as possible.

Example: “London has fantastic entertainment
and | go to the theatre as often as |
can!”
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
